I am thrilled
with this issue of Wincloirs-dnd proud that it is dedicated to Gerry Faust. I hope alumni, parents,
and friends of Moeller from all eras enjoy this tour de force of the seventies.
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liis is our second commemorative issue in our
series cH"Moeller Through The Decades," honoring Arch-
bishop Moeller High School's 4()th Anniversary. Our first
commemorative issue featured the decade of the '60s, and
Rose Fckhoff and I were overwhelmed with all your positive
comments. Now Rose is Director of Development for the St.
Margaret of York Parish, and I have the daunting task of living
up to the high standards she set. Fortunately, I have had
tremendous support from the Moeller faculty and administra-
tion, and this issue has been truly a team effort thanks to Dan
Leclford, Bro. John Habjan, Bro. Ron Luksic, Carl Kremer,
Greg Stanforth, Bro, Charlie Wanda, Dan Cloran, Ginny

Lround Moeller, Gerry Faust is a living
legend, though he wouldn't be comfortable with the
title. "Hundreds of people built Moeller's football
program," he would insist, and then rattle off about
a dozen or two. But those at Moeller know
who brought them all together. A single force.

Gerry was there from the very beginning. In the fall
of I960 when Moeller admitted its first freshmen
class, he was one of eight faculty members who
began with 196 boys, the future Class of '64. He
credits Bro. Eveslage for talking him into joining this
pioneering staff. "Bro. Larry called me," said Gerry.
"I was coaching at Dayton Chaminade at the time.
When he asked me to come to Moeller, I said 'No,'
but he asked if I would come to Cincinnati and talk
with him. I said 'OK,' and we talked. He told me if
we (Moeller) win at football, it starts the year out on
a positive note, but academics would always be the
most important aspect at Moeller High School. With
this, he changed my mind."

There were more than
30 applicants for the
job as Moeller's first
football coach, but
only one contender
in the eyes of the first
principal.

It was 15 minutes on CBS and an
hourwith Donahue, a page /wTime. fire pages in LIFE, apiece in the\VM
Street Journal, and feature stories in newspapers coast-to-coast. It was AS'
coaches, 24 team doctors, 210players, and a $100,000 budget. In 18 varsity
seasons, it was 22 high school Ail-Americans and almost 300 college scholar-
ships. And it was winning: 174 victories, 17 defeats, and 2 ties...one loss in 73
games from 1975 through 1980, five state championships, and four mythical
national titles."

Gerry taught phys. ed. and coached the school's
first freshmen team. He believed that extra-curricu-
lar activities were important and recruited much of
the class to play. "Extra-curricular activities create a
bond with the student and with the school," Gerry
said. "Students have more appreciation of the
school — love the school more — when they're
involved. When you love a school, you're going to
do better in the classroom.''


The football program had a meager beginning.
Gerry explains: "I remember the helmets and equip-
ment we had then. We went to Dayton Chaminade,
UD, and Xavier to get what we needed. We used to
practice in four different
colors of pant.s. One guy
— Stanton — volunteered


to paint all the helmets
blue and gold. Our white
jerseys came from Dayton
- UD. We bought them


for a dollar a piece. The
weight room was in the
basement of Bill Clark's
house. Carl Rahe went to scrap yards and picked up
man-hole covers, and we made bar bells out of soup
cans, concrete, and sticks. We did everything. And
we worked hard."


The Class of '64 ended their season 9-1. "I really
attribute a lot to the kids," said Gerry. "We (the
coaches) were pretty relentless, and they worked
hard. None of them quit. There weren't a lot of big
kids — just dedicated, tough kids. In fact, the first
two classes built the weight room."


WITH GOD
Anything is Possible
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Gerry discusses his early memories:


/ think the first senior team set the tone for the
school. In '64 we went 8-2. In '65 we were 10-0. The
program just kept growing until it reached a
pinnacle in the '70s. By then, 220 kids were playing
football, and we had 18 coaches. It was hard work
by a lot of people, but we had great kids who were
willing to dedicate themselves. We had great coaches.
And we had great support of the administration.


The freshmen class and I put in most of the shrubbery
that exists today. We also put the tile floor in the
coaches' off ice and the locker room. We did it di i ring
phys. ed. class. Parents were great at building other
things around here.


During the late '60s and early '70s we had some
tough times as far as the philosophy of the school.
One faculty group was more unstructured. They
wantedopen classrooms and the like. Another group
wanted more structure. Some good came out of both
camps, however. The Humanities Program, for in-
stance. I think things could have been worse if we
("the football program,) weren't so successful. Strong
discipline u>as the a) isu 'er. FatherKn islii ig fappe >inted
principal in 1971) eventually put it all together.


I remember one particular fall day in late '70. The
soccer team and band were practicing, the cross
country team was running around the track, and
220 young men were practicing football. I had been
at Moeller 16 years and then I thought to myself,
"This is amazing. There are 1,000 boys in this high
school, and this September there are 500 out here
practicing. This is what Moeller's all about...build ing
something positive. " I got tears in my eyes.


I love the direction Moeller is going. We're the first
Division I school in the State of Ohio to win State
Championships in all three sports—football, basket-
ball, and baseball. One of many milestones...


I spent 21 years here, and I have a great love for this
place. Bro. Eveslage and Father Krusling were great
men. I think Dan (Ledford^ has done an outstand-
ing job carrying on what these two men started and
will leave his legacy as a great builder of Moeller. I
never would have left Moeller if not for the opportu-
nity to go to Notre Dame. But coming back to Moeller
is like coming home. Everywhere I travel, people ask
me about Notre Dame, but they also ask me about
Moeller High School. The Society of Mary has always
had a mission of teaching Catholic principles, and
this may be what makes Moeller High School the best
school in the country. •

Lfter only ten years in existence,
Moeller faced some of its biggest challenges to date.
The school, much l ike the country, was at a critical
crossroad during the fal l of 1969. So Dan Ledforcl
asked Sieve Ashbrock (70). then president of
Moeller's student body, to tell you the story.


Steve witnessed Moeller's transition in 1969-70
from a unique perspective, as both a student and a
member of the administration. He had an extraor-
dinary view and voice during that turbulent lime. A
time that in many ways determined Moeller's future.


As student body president, Steve wrestled with
student drinking issues, fair and equal trealment
concerns, and dress code revisions. Parking lot
speed bumps and protest assemblies were also hot
topics ihen.


But the most important issue he faced came as the
Moeller community slruggled with the school's
academic direction. In February 1970, the Moeller
faculty and administration held a two-day educa-
tional retreat. "It was like sitling in the room where
they were writing the Declaration of Indepen-
dence," he would later recall.


1969-70 was a year unlike any other. It was the year
Moeller defined itself as a school of the future.

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With or without us, our youth are racing headlong


into the 70s, plunging deeper into the most


radical era of transition in history. Instant


communication, excitement, and opportunity has


begotten a new kind of person — one eager for


action and experimentation, unwilling to accept the


past as binding, questioning everything.


With all the ferment of change, however, too many


of society's structures and institutions still refuse


to move into the future. So we face the possibility


of revolution, decadence, and disaster.


Fortunately, today's youth has another side: He is


aware, sensitive, honest, open, dissatisfied with


hipocrisy and sham. More than ever, he searches


for meaning, he yearns for the transcendent.

Moeller's educational
'revolution'


:r, yo
hen you talk about the


istory of Moeller, you cannot exclude the
t u m u l t u o u s years of '69-'70. At that time our
student council was more powerful than ever; we
even had a vote on the administrative team. It was
a radical time, and Moeller was not insulated from
what was happening around the country as a whole.


From my perspective, the faculty was young and
aggressive, and there were a lot of things happen-
ing in the country and in education. I think they
(the faculty) represented all the good intentions of
that time — of people seeking to improve and make
relevant education. I think that's what ultimately
led to the replacement of the principal.


How it all began...


In the spring of '69 during the student council
elections, I was seen as the "establishment
candidate," and my opponent - - Tom Healy -
was seen as anti-establishment. I won. I think the
administration was happy with that.


Sports versus other priorities was a conflict that sur-
faced early in 1969-70. I think a lot of people felt
that sports were overemphasized and that athletes
were treated differently — that we needed to put
these things in perspective. For example, when we
came back in school in September, two sophomores
were caught drinking during a football game and
the administration wanted to kick them out. But,
just two weeks before this incident between six to
eight senior football players were also caught
drinking and nothing much happened to them. This
was our (the student council's) first controversy with
the administration. The kids (sophomores) didn't
get kicked out, but the incident demonstrated an
attitude I believe the faculty shared.

At Christmas came another "crisis." The speed
bumps in front and at the side of the school were
too high. Several students came to student council
to address this issue saying the bumps scraped the
sides of their cars. Over Christmas break, a rumor
went around that some kids were going to com-
mando-style eradicate the speed bumps. Nothing
happened, of course, but I believe the rumor made
the administration a little nervous. Eventually, the
speed bump issue was resolved.


There was a small "radical" element at Moeller that
reflected the discontent around the country. Some
of these students wanted SDS (Students for a
Democratic Society), the national organization
responsible for the riots during the Democratic
Convention in Chicago, to do a protest assembly
at Moeller. Of course, Bro. Dahlmann, the
principal, turned down this request.


We had other issues with the administration, and
Gerry Faust and I disagreed most on several of them,
but we finally did reach an agreement. We agreed
that athletics shouldn't be diminished, but academ-
ics should be advanced. Gerry was right. He had
done his job. Now teachers had to work harder to
do theirs. They did, and big things happened.


Moeller's Educational Revolution


The faculty scheduled a conference in February (70)
to do a critical analysis of Moeller's educational
program. The faculty wanted to improve the
system, so they scheduled a two-day retreat and
invited the entire staff to submit position papers on
various topics. I was invited to attend that retreat.


My impression? It was like sitting in the room where
they were writing the Declaration of Independence.
The papers represented clear, dividing issues and
different ways of thinking. It was revolutionary!


What eventually evolved from that retreat was the
curricular and administrative reorganization of the
school. Bro. Habjan introduced the "School-Within-
a-School" Program, and John Massarella created
the Humanities Program. Bro. Forlani, then
vice principal, defined the problem with the
current administrative structure, and Bro. Novak
proposed a solution, a more team-based approach.
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1970
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Not all faculty agreed on the proposed changes,
and there was a big division between the more
conservative members of the faculty and the more
liberal. This division led to a controversy over whom
would become the next Dean of Discipline. When
the principal, Bro. Dahlman, announced his
decision for the post (a conservative choice) about
200 seniors protested, camping out in Moeller's Little
Theater. Once this happened, I was pulled out of
class to mediate. I learned a lot on the hot seat.


During that same time, some seniors had decided
to participate in the nation's first Earth Day. They
wanted to clean up lots across the street from
Moeller that were undeveloped at the time, so they
made arrangements with the Montgomery Service
Department to pick up the garbage they collected.
However, when they asked to be released from
class at 2:00 p.m., Bro. Dahlman denied their
request. The seniors left that day anyway, but things
were in a mess at that point.


The unravel of discipline wasn't the only issue to
cause Bro. Dahlman to leave. Moeller was in a kind
of transition period between being a traditional
educational organization and a progressive one. In
the end, Moeller defined itself more as a school of
the future, but not without a cost.


John Massarella, a refined, academically oriented
teacher, troubled over this. I believe he — like many
other faculty — felt caught between both worlds


and wrestled with the issue internally. He wanted
change, but he didn't like the contentiousness it
took to get there. Change came at a price.


In the end, Bro. Dahlmann, S.M., was asked to
resign his position, and he chose to be released
from his vows. Father Krusling was appointed to
replace him, and Bro. Dahlmann graciously
supported this decision in a letter to the Moeller
parents.


In retrospect, I don't know anything in my formal
education that has been more beneficial than
my experience as president during that year. I
honestly believe I am where I am today because of
key adults helping me make influential decisions
in my l i fe - - the Bro. John Habjans and
Mr. Masserellas of the world. The Charlie Wandas,
Vick Forlanis, John Stratherns, Bob Rosses, Mike
Novaks, Joe Clarks, Mike Pennocks... I could go on
and on. Good people. Good people. Teaching is
an awesome responsibility, and kids are paying
attention, more attention than you think. •

"ower. In 1969, the country
struggled with many power issues — over Viet-
nam, racism, women's rights, homosexuality, envi-
ronmentalism, and more.


Perhaps because of the nation's unrest, Moeller stu-
dents were openly wrestling with their own power
struggles.


ACTIVITIES: On a practical level, students were
bothered by the school's restrictive dress code and
excessively high speed bumps. However, they were
also concerned about deeper issues, like the qual-
ity of education they were receiving. They wanted
a voice in decisions that affected them, and they
got it.


In 1969, students were more empowered than any
previous generation. They held a voting position
on the administration, and they created their own
newspapers to express their views: the Junior
newspaper and the 4-D Miner.


The students had much to say, and they said it
well. Moeller's speech and debate team won nu-
merous awards that year: nine trophies and 31 rib-
bons, moderated by Bro. Clark and Mr. Jim Crone.


The students also had much to give. The Catholic
Student Mission Crusade was actively involved in
trips to Appalachia to help the poor build homes.
They went downtown to the Millville housing
project, took neighborhood children on picnics, and
visited the 7,00. Moeller's Big Brothers traveled
weekly to the St. Aloysius orphanage to give the
children special attention.


The students looked to improve themselves within.
They formed a new club — TOUCH — to develop
the "inner self." TOUCH held student masses, helped
with sophomore and freshmen retreats, worked at
hospitals, and promoted a Christian atmosphere
throughout the school. Overall, the students of
'69-70 were involved, with the Templar listing 23
extra-curricular activities and 15 athletic teams.

ATHLETICS: The football team, under Coach
Gerry Faust, continued to succeed. With a record
of 10-0, they became GCL Champs, City Champs,
and were No. 2 in Ohio and 3rd in the Nation.


However, it was also the year Moeller basketball
came into its own. Coached by Jerry Doerger and
led by co-captain Mike Sylvester, the varsity team
accumulated a 21-3 record, the school's best to date,
becoming GCL and District Champs.

In addition, Moeller's wrestling team did well, plac-
ing 1st in both the Glen Este and Indian Hill tour-
nament, 2nd in the GCL, and 3rd in the District.

the 19~()-'71 Templar staff made a decision to
create a "comprehensive photographic essay to
present a record of the year as experienced by the
Class of '"71." Because of this decision, the staff
included few group photos and specific informa-
tion about the school's activities. Nevertheless, we
can gleen a few things about the year:


The administration and faculty play important roles
in the students' lives, for each are represented
individually and in a group picture in the front of
the book. (The only exception to this would be
the traditional senior pictures.) By the beginning
of the 1970-71 school year, Moeller had completely
replaced its administration as well as more than
half its faculty (21 teachers replaced 28 former
faculty out of 49). Two female teachers joined the
faculty, and the number of Marianist Brothers
began to dwindle.


Moeller sports took center stage, with 18 football
pages alone devoted to the first few pages of the
yearbook. Headed by Gerry Faust, the football team
finished with a 9-1 record and were City Champs
and ranked 5th in Ohio. Moeller had eight varsity
sports, and most finished with winning records. The
golf team had a particularly successful year, finish-
ing 18-5-2 (overall), 1st in the City, 2nd in Sectionals,
3rd in the District, and 6th in Ohio.


The school sponsored 11 extra-curricular activities
that year: It's Academic, Biology Club, Radio Club,
History Club, Speech & Debate, Squire, Photogra-
phy Club, Classic Club, F.T.A., Templar, and Drama
Club.


Traditional social activities continued to thrive, like
the Senior Prom and Junior Dinner Date Dance,
and traditional fund-raising activities, like the Fall
Festival and Raffle, continued to support Moeller's
ongoing development efforts. •

According to the Templar
staff, "When you leave Moeller, you feel ready to
challenge anyone with the knowledge you gained."


Science: Earth Science was in
its second year at Moeller and
Human Anatomy, one of the
few courses of its kind offered
by any high school in the area,
was popular.


Languages: The Moeller Language Department
became known for its depth and breadth, offering
Latin, Spanish, German, and French.


Mathematics: According to the
Templar, "The Mathematics
Department has become one of
the best in the area. The
advanced student can go as high
as Calculus , while the rest
are just one step behind with
Analysis and Trigonometry."
The department also offers a
computer programming course.

Humanities: The Humanities
Program was an interdiscipli-
nary course ahead of its time
and is still offered by Moeller
today. The students study so-
cial studies, literature, art, mu-
sic, and philosophy, all of which
have the subject of humanity at
its center in all its various cul-
tural, philosophic, aesthetic, and
creative pursuits. The program


explores man in his four major relationships: to
deity, to nature, to other men, and to himself.


School Within a School: This leading-edge
program was based on individualized instruction.
In this approach, the teacher and student devise a
course of study. The teachers become facilitators
of student learning rather than dispensers of knowl-
edge. The teacher guides the student to discover
what he needs and wants to know. The program
provides the atmosphere and opportunities for the
student to make his own decisions.

English: The English faculty added two courses:
Heroes of the American West and The Art of Film.
The Humanities Program
studied literary criticism
and engaged in various
service projects: tutoring,
creating a mobile for the
main stairway, and per-
forming Woody Allen's
Don't Drink the Water.


Languages: With a heavy
emphasis on audio-visual
aids, the Language Department introduced
students to new lifestyles and different ways of
approaching their reality, enabling each student to
judge for himself whether or not his language and
cul ture was better or s imply di f ferent
(multiculturalism, ahead of its time).


Religion: Moeller reinstated Senior Sociality, an
organization designed to develop spirituality and
to bring an awareness of the Christian message to
the Moeller community.

went to see if the Big Moe would win or lose.
Instead, interest shifted to the margin by which the
Crusaders would win a game.


Moeller received extensive publicity through fea-
ture articles in The Cincinnati Post and Cincinnati
Sport. But was all this blown out of proportion?
Time would tell.


It came to the State Championship games. The first
game was with Youngstown Mooney. Two years
ago Mooney had spoiled our chances for a State
Championship under similar circumstances.
Would this be a repeat? For some outsiders, hearing
the reputation of the Mooney team, the possibility
prevailed.


The important night game came, and the outcome
was decisive. At half-time, the score was listing in
Moeller's favor, 32-0. Mr. Faust decided to give the
second string a chance.

Greg has opened his studio to tutor
our current students during the summer and, when
possible, throughout the year. He recently dis-
played his work in Belgium.
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Upon bis return to
Moeller, Greg
Stanforth C67)
helped the students
upgrade their
portfolios for
scholarships.

The '80s


In 1980, we expanded our art faculty and course
offerings. As a result, the number of scholarships
offered to our art grads increased. In 1982,1 started
a two-year sabbatical to study commercial art, and
Greg Stanforth 067) took over the Art Department.
Within a year, he established a new course in
photography.


After my sabbatical, I shared the teaching of Studio
Art with Greg. In 1985, we added a second course
in photography (Color Photo), and Moeller began
the Fine Arts Survey course required for graduation,
which offers a quarter each in the study of visual art,
theater, music, and film.


In 1989, Greg began his masters program in photog-
raphy at the Rochester Institute of Technology.
Moeller then hired Ms. Judith Lamb, who continued
on the staff for three years. When Judy left, Moeller
rehired Greg. He had earned his masters degree and
had just completed a year as an admissions repre-
sentative for the Art Academy of Cincinnati.


Greg's experience and exposure to the many art
schools and college programs greatly benefited
Moeller's Art Department. He brought fresh ideas to
the studio art and photography classes and
designed improved methods of preparing our


• senior art students for their continued education
in an art school or college. He also helped the
students upgrade their portfolios for scholarships.
This initiative alone has resulted in more than three
million dollars worth of competitive art scholar-
ships since his return.

The '90s


In 1990s, we began replacing and updating our tools
and equipment. For example, we replaced the old
wash bowls used for cleanup and the wood and
fiberglass sinks with stainless steel. We added more
enlargers and separated the color lab from the black
& white lab. We aquired more storage space and
"freshened up" the art desks after their 30 years of
"wear and tear." In 1999, we acquired 20 ports to
enable students to access art reference information
from their laptops.


Now, of the students who pursued Moeller's art
program, 98% of the graduates continued in a post-
secondary art program on a partial or full scholar-
ship to the school of their choice. Over the years, the
graduating art classes have been offered scholar-
ships totaling as much as $840,000 in one year. As
the '90s ended, we began a new era, for Greg
Stanforth upgraded Art III and Art IV to the
Advanced Placement (AP), giving the students an
additional opportunity to receive college credit for
submission of an art portfolio to the College Board.

Moeller's wrestling program becomes
nationally recognized powerhouse
by Bob Hotze, French teacher & neater Arts Director


It K oeller is well known in the
world of high school athletics. Our school has long
been recognized for its consistently successful foot-
ball team and for its famous alumni, like baseball
§'ats Barry Larkin C82) and Ken Griffey Jr. ('87).


weve^Bthrough the years, other sports have
developed solid programs that have produced great
athletes, experienced great success, and gained
recognition. The Moeller Wrestling Team is one of
those sports.


The Moeller Wrestling team has become a power-
house in high school wrestling. Steadily gaining
respect throughout the years, the 1999-2000 team
established Moeller as having one of the best
wrestling programs in the country. The team fin-
ished 2nd in the State, was both District and City
Champions, captured their 8th consecutive league
title, had a 14-1 record in dual meets, placed 1st in
the nationally recognized Virginia National Duals
Tournament, and finished the season with 10 State
qualifiers and 6 State placers. Not only was this


Moeller's best season, but it was the best for any
team in Southwest Ohio, earning Moeller a ranking
of 9th in the nation in USA Wrestling.


Perhaps nothing symbolizes the strength and cred-
ibility of the Moeller Wrestling Program more than
the appearance of wrestling legend Dan Gable at
the school. Mr. Gable and some of his wrestlers
came to the school for a wrestling clinic that
included a motivational speech given to a standing
room-only crowd.


This level of respect and notoriety did not come
quickly to Moeller Wrestling, but developed over
the years. The first coach to head the program was
Mike Morrissey (1964-1965). Despite that this was
the school's first year and included only a freshman
team, Morrissey amassed a 19-8 record and estab-
lished a winning tradition.


The program's next important phase came with
head coach John Parker (1969-1976). Parker gave
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Nick Lukens (top) is Moeller's 171 Ib. returning Ohio State Champion.


the team the stability it needed and produced the
school's first State placers. Head coach John Yost
(1981-1985) introduced the Kid Crusaders Wres-
tling Club, Moeller's youth wrestling program.
Yost, with the help of parents and future head
coach Jeff Gaier, encouraged the creation of this
club, taking its name from the school's mascot, a
fighting crusader. It was available to wrestlers in
grades one through eight. Today this club has
become one of Moeller Wrestling's most important
programs, producing as many as eight starters in a
season.


Current head coach Jeff Gaier, capitalizing on these
previous successes and motivated by Moeller's
reputation for athletic excellence, has dedicated
himself to the development of a first-class high
school wrestling program. Gaier, who became
head coach in 1986, was a successful wrestler
himself. He lettered for four years in high school.
At Miami University of Ohio, he again lettered for
four years and was team captain his senior year.


It is Gaier's belief that the success of a wrestling
team is not defined by its record at the end of the
season, but rather its performance at the State
competition. That belief is at the core of the training
techniques used by Gaier and his assistants. It is a
"coach for State" philosophy that has produced a
record of 43-3 in the last four years, and is reflected
in the most successful aspects of the Moeller
Wrestling Program.


Moeller's coaching techniques concentrate on take-
down wrestling rather than mat wrestling. Never


forgetting the importance
of the pin, the majority of
practice time is devoted to
the takedown. The wres-
tlers learn the importance
of wrestling on their feet.
Gaier stresses that at the
state level, the athletes' skills
and ability are so similar
that the matches are often
decided by points rather
than pins. A take clown of-
ten decides the winner.


Gaier also makes his regu-
lar season schedule as chal-
lenging as possible for his
wrestlers to better prepare
them for the final State Meet.
Beginning in 1986, when
the team wrestled in the


Ohio Catholic Tournament in Newark, Ohio, the
schedule has included roacl trips to other cities and
states to compete with the most powerful teams in
the country. Last year, the team traveled to Virginia
for the National Duals Tournament and Cleveland,
Ohio for the St. Edward Super Quad. This year's
schedule will be even more difficult, with trips to
the NHSCA National Duals in Pennsylvania, the
Beast of the East Tournament in Delaware, the St.
Edward Super Quad in Cleveland, and the Ohio All-
Catholic Tournament in Newark, Ohio.


As with all successful teams, Moeller has developed
a strenuous, year-round conditioning program for
its wrestlers. Training begins shortly after the State
Tournament, with many of the wrestlers participat-
ing in spring and summer freestyle/greco wrestling
clubs. Others attend summer wrestling camps
throughout the country. All the wrestlers lift weights
as an essential part of the strength training. During
the regular season, in preparation for the State
Tournament, the amount of training increases for
the Moeller wrestlers. Beginning in January, the
team trains twice a day, two times a week. The
added practices help the wrestlers intensify their
physical training and teach the wrestlers the type of
dedication that one needs to be a winner.


The strength of the Moeller Wrestling Program,
however, is larger than any one philosophy. Moeller
has become a recognized wrestling powerhouse
because of the many dedicated individuals in-
volved in all aspects of the program. Gaier has
included in the program a number of talented
assistant coaches who share his passion for the

sport and interest in the development of the
student-athlete. Many of the coaches include past
alumni, such as Neal Ryan 085), Dave Seeger ('88),
and Tim Cunningham (78), all of whom have
trained and coached their entire careers on every
level of the Moeller Program. Other coaches like Ed
Jamieson, Rob Lyons, and Nick Corey have trained
and coached successfully with other programs, but
decided that Moeller best allowed them to coach to
their potential. These coaches are fine examples of
the type of commitment it takes to be successful.
They give generously of their time and talent not
only during the regular season, but throughout the
year.


The wrestlers themselves understand the impor-
tance of this type of dedication. They learn this from
their coaches as well as from the atmosphere within
the school. Due in part to the success of the Moeller
football program, the athletes involved in other
sports understand that success is never earned
easily. The student-athlete must dedicate himself to
a program that at times is demanding, but produces
results. At Moeller, the wrestlers have come to
expect a rigorous and time-consuming program.
They understand that this is a key element in any
sport striving for excellence. This is the established
expectation of the school community, and the
wrestlers accept this. They have seen the pride in
their fellow athletes involved in other sports, and
have experienced this pride themselves.

Senior center Clint
Nagel put back a missed shot in traffic in the final
second, giving Moeller a 42-41 victory over Elder
Friday night before a sellout crowd that included
most of Moeller's basketball history.

His foul shot made it 39-38 Elder with
54 seconds left.


Sylvester answered with a 12-foot jumper in the lane
with 39 seconds left.

Coming out of a time-out, point guard Jake Bazeley
got the ball at the top of the key, hesitated, then


loftecl a perfect alley-oop pass to a backcutting
Schenke, who dunked with 25 seconds left.


That created the possibility of Elder ruining Moeller's
final game in the old gym. "It probably would have
been the worst loss I've ever experienced," Sylvester
said. "My dad was here; all the alums were in the
house. We wanted to show them this is still a place

Q: Could you tell me a little about your life and
background?

Q: How did you get interested in broadcasting?


When I was a kid, my parents would make me go
to bed early, and I always had a hand-held radio and
would listen to some game. It fascinated me. When
I graduated, I went to XU as a communications
major and worked for WVXU. Back then we would
do play-by-play for GCL football games. On the
side, I would go to XU basketball games and do a
play-by-play into a hand-held recorder and then
critique it. I was hired as a reporter for 700WLW and
covered such things as the WHO concert in 1979,
with an interview with Roger Daltry and the 24-hour
police strike!


Q: What were some of the other jobs you 've held?


I was hired by WJR in Detroit to work in their Sports
Department. Next thing I knew, they asked if I ever
did play-by-play, so I handed them the tapes I made
at XU basketball games. Well, they offered me a job
as the play-by-play man for the Detroit Pistons! I
was 23 years old. I did that for one year, then WJR
was dropped from .the Detroit Pistons. A job was
open at WWJ in Michigan, so I did Michigan
Wolverine football and basketball for the next six
years. I won an AP award during that time as well.
From 1989-1992, I was hired at WCKY to do UC
games. I then went to Dayton and worked for
WHIG radio as their news anchor. In 1994, 700WLW
hired me to do UC games again. In 1996,1 was the
play-by-play man for the Bengals. In 1998, WBNS in
Columbus contacted me about doing Buckeye
football and basketball games, and I accepted.


Q: What kind of prep work do you do before OSU
football games, for example?


I watch tape of the upcoming opponent. I gather
game notes from past games and review the media
guide. I also put together a game chart that includes
1st and 2nd string players' names, stats, etc. I do
about 12-15 hours prepping for that one game.
During the week, I host the John Cooper Show. I'm
on the radio for Buckeye Roundtable, and tape daily
interviews with the head coach. I also co-host a talk
show two days a week.


Q: How has Moeller influenced your life?


I feel tremendous pricle in being associated with
Moeller High School. There is a strong foundation
of the basics of responsibility, and we had to deal


with different types of personalities at the school,
which helped me grow and mature outside the
classroom. As I get older, I appreciate what my
parents went through. I felt well prepared for life
after Moeller because of those who influenced me.
Names who come to mind are Bro. Wanda, Don
Shields, Dan Ledford for his speech and communi-
cation class, and Jim Dougherty. Believe it or not,
Jim would take a day a month or every other week
and teach us life lessons: how to balance a check-
book, how to buy a car, etc. It was amazing how that
little thing has carried itself with me all these years!
It's also nice to see Moeller support Kemper Dodge,
my dad's car business he's had for about 13 years.


Q: What are some of the greatest games you ever
called?


My first game with the Pistons vs. the Washington
Bullets. Michigan's basketball's triple overtime vic-
tory over Iowa that Roy Tarpley starred in. UC
basketball's Final Four game. UC football's game in
the Humanitarian Bowl beating Utah State and
broadcasting with fellow grad, Jim Kelly 072).
Broadcasting six games for the Reels when Marty
Brennamen was on leave and Randy Johnson
pitched for the Astros. OSU basketball beating
Auburn in the Sweet 16 game. OSU football's win
over Michigan at OSU in my first year broadcasting
for WBNS.

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A PERSONAL NOTE TO THE
MOELLER FAMILY
FROM GREG PORTA (79):


Our son, Alex, was born with a rare lung disease and
was oxygen dependent. During the first five years of
his life, the disease progressed and a double lung
transplant was his only chance to survive. On
November 11, 1999, we were blessed with this
transplant. Alex was admitted to the St. Louis
Children's Hospital in late October of 1999. He was
released from the hospital after only 12 days post-
transplant surgery. Most kids have to stay longer, so
we were fortunate that Alex did so well.


Alex and my wife, Diane, remained in St. Louis for
three months after the transplant. The rest of us —
Emily, Justin, and I — visited almost every weekend
and spent Thanksgiving and Christmas breaks in St.
Louis as well. We returned to Cincinnati in mid-
February and now see the lung specialist here at
Children's Hospital frequently.


Since his transplant, Alex no longer requires supple-
mental oxygen. He is able to run, climb, ride a bike
(with training wheels), play on his swing set, and —
most important to him — play T-ball. He finished his
first T-ball season last May!


We continue to follow up with the doctors in St.
Louis every three months, and so far there is no


rejection. Alex takes many medications and has to
be careful not to get sick. But, for the first time in his
life, he is doing normal childhood activities. He is
now attending kindergarten.


My wife and I want to thank everyone who offered
their help and for their support of Alex and our
family. Your cards and donations enabled our
family to get through these difficult times. Most
importantly, you allowed us to focus all our atten-
tion and energy towards Alex's recovery. We thank
God for the last five years and for the many more to
come... Thank you all from the bottom of our hearts.

the brink of the next decade,
Moeller students felt the
ominous yet magnaminous
breakthroughs of yet another
"revolution" -— the technologi-
cal revolution. Their world
was changing rapidly, and they
wondered how they would
adapt - - and how Moeller
would adapt. So, the 1978-79
Templar staff sought the
wisdom and inspiration of those
they trusted, the Moeller faculty
and administration:


What will the
technological revolution
do to today's students
and their later lives?


MR. JOHN KELLY: The
advances of the past 25 years
in all scientific areas -
commun ica t i ons , t r anspor ta -
tion, warfare, space travel,
engineering — will continue to
accelerate. Laser surgery, home
computers, "smart bombs" are
already a real i ty . Many
applications of recent discov-


eries will bring advances that would be unbeliev-
able presently, but will provide new opportunities
and expand horizons. These inventions will satisfy
and provide for physical needs, but will not satisfy
other basic needs — emotional, psychological, and
spiritual needs.


MR. SHAWN WILKINS: The technological revolu-
tion will give today's students even more leisure
time than adults have now. Secondly, those who
can function successfully in this new society will
find themselves in great demand. Thirdly, new
technology in the next 20 years will greatly change
our energy resources and their availability.

MR. JOSEPH MEALE: The most technological
breakthrough will be the home computer. It's only
a matter of time until most homes have a computer
to perform calculations, handle finances, control
household appliances, etc. The pocket calculator
is the beginning of this trend. I'm afraid
that the result of all this will be citizens
who are so reliant upon the computer that,
in time, they will not be able to function
without one.


MR. RALPH BAUMANN: The history of the world
dramatically emphasizes the rapid technological
change taking place in our lives today. Therefore,
we must grasp a deep-rooted understanding of the
basics and develop a strong philosophy of life to
ensure these changes do not allow us to lose sight
of our true goals.


What advice would you give a young
person growing up in a changing world?
How could he best adapt to it?


FATHER PUTKA: We live in a time when the val-
ues for which Moeller stands are not readily per-
ceived by all. If we do not live our Faith with en-
thusiasm and dedication — on a daily basis — we
shall be quickly overwhelmed by an essentially pa-


gan environment.


MR. JIM HIGGINS: To survive
in an ever-changing world, you
must develop deep roots based
on the love and ethic of Jesus


Christ. Without this foundation, you will have no
anchor to the truth and will be swept away by ev-
ery trend that comes along. This is our chief goal in
teaching young people about Christ at Moeller High
School.


FATHER KREIDLER: Always keep the lines of com-
munication open between you and God. Keep
an open mind. The best way to cope and adapt to
a changing world is to be conscious of God's pres-
ence in people and our world. The values in the
Gospel can't be improved upon as a guide, and
can't be exceeded as a challenge.
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MR. TED HALL: No goal is too high if you climb
with care and confidence. Do not squander time,
for that is the stuff life is made of.


MR. MICHAEL ELLIOTT: Aim your sights high,
always strive for excellence, not adequacy. The rest
of the world will take care of itself. Learn to rely on
yourself, but try not to become cynical of others.


MR. KEN SCHLOTMAN: The Future is NOW! The
best way to prepare for it is to tackle the difficult
jobs of the present with gusto, for the future be-
longs to those who get their hands dirty.

September 1,
2000, while most students and faculty at Moeller
