fure, Mchlcr had work to do to be prepared for the next 20 years.
Principal®Bather &b Marine founded the first Education Commission, which
helped him formulate the school’s first long-term plan. Fr. Marine followed the
recommendations of the Commission and formed the Development Office in
1983. The following year, Moeller began its first Annual Fund and first Main Event
Charity Auction.

When Bro. Joe Kamis, S. M., became principal in 1986, he continued the efforts
begun by Fr. Marine and ultimately increased the Development Office staff so that
more campus improvements could be completed. Most importantly, Bro. Joe
infused the school with a renewed Marianist spirit and called the community to
a higher level of academic achievement. It was Bro. Joe who fostered the first
dialogue among faculty regarding changing classroom methodologies that many
years later led to the beginnings of the Laptop Computer Program.

If schools have rebuilding years, the decade of the '80s was Moeller’s time to
rebuild. This decade of maturation prepared the school and the community for
the next growth spurt waiting to occur in the '90s.

For those of you who graduated or were involved with Moeller during the "80s,
I hope you enjoy this edition of Windows dedicated to you.

ent in history

Ithough the initial shock of the
-attack has passed, the impact of
. And though New York and
em far away, the unfolding
events hit our hearts and shake our faith daily. No
crisis plan could have prepared Moeller for the
unimaginable. As word of a plane crashing into the
World Trade Center spread just before 9:00 a.m.,
Principal Dan Ledford took immediate action. This
is how the day evolved, a day forever seared into
our memories.

September 11

School had begun as usual. It was an A-day in
Moeller's new block-schedule format, but the day
had been modified to accommodate the annual Fall
Raffle. “I was meeting with Bro. John (Habjan) in his
office,” said Principal Dan Ledford, “when Kim
(Hauck) received a phone call that a plane had
flown into the World Train Center in New York.”
Upon receiving the news, both administrators went
into Assistant Principal Carl Kremer’s office and
watched TV as news was breaking about a plane
hitting the Pentagon. It was 9:20 a.m.

“As we watched, we decided we had to let the
students and faculty know what was happening,”
said Mr. Ledford. “We knew this was a significant
event.”

According to Mr. Kremer, “I don’t recall any time
when the administration reported a news event over
the P.A. T remember Dan’s words that morning as he
announced it to the school. He said, ‘Planes have
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the World Trade Conter  °

been flown into the World Trade Center—an appar-
ent terrorist attack. Certainly this is devastating news
with tremendous implications for our country. We
pray for all the victims, and we’ll keep you informed
if there are any significant developments.” ”

At that point many faculty turned on their TVs. “By
10:00 a.m., many students were watching the situ-
ation live in their classrooms, " said Mr. Ledford.
“Around 11:00 a.m. we decided to make another
announcement. By that time both towers had
collapsed, and we decided to do a school-wide
prayer. Father Terry Weik and Justin Bayer (Pastoral
Ministry Director) led the school in prayer. Then we
told students that counselors were available and

that they could make phone calls to inquire about
relatives in New York or traveling to New York at
this time. Of course the chapel was always available.
Several students took advantage of that offer.”

Mr. Kremer recalls, “Most of my day was spent
taking messages to students from parents calling to
reassure their sons that everything was OK. I went
to a classroom to find one boy, but his teacher said
he had asked to be excused to go to the chapel. I
found him there praying and told him his dad was
OK—his mom had called the school. When T told
him, he broke down in tears.

“Although there were students who were shocked,
hurt, and needed support that day,” Mr. Kremer,
“the majority seemed to be in a daze. The teachers
and staff were the most silent and somber. I'm not
sure the kids as a whole—and certainly there were
exceptions—understood the full magnitude of the
events as they happened. Over a 24-hour period, 1
think the event became more real.”

Next, the administration began talking about what
they were going to do after school. “Around noon
we decided to cancel all after-school activities,” said
Mr. Ledford. “We now were planning to do an open
prayer service in the gym at 3:00 p.m.” He made the
final announcement prior to 12:45 p.m. and told the
students that everything was cancelled and that a
prayer service was being held.

“We also told the students, ‘Go home and be with
your families,” ™ said Mr. Ledford. “We felt this was
a defining moment in their lives, like JFK or Pearl
Harbor. Most of all, we wanted them to be with
their families.”

Father Terry Weik led the after-school service, and
anumber of people spoke and offered their prayers.
About 300 people attended.

Each day for the remainder of the week, morning
prayer was centered on the tragic events. Counse-
lors, pastoral ministers, and the school’s psycholo-
gist continued to make themselves available as
students and faculty struggled to cope. On Friday,
the national day of mourning, Father Terry and
Mr. Bayer held a prayer serv

“So now
we’re on hold. We
have a number of
people willing to
Jump on the
bandwagon — we're
Just trying to find a
bandwagon.”

In addition to the many prayers offered, then and
now, the school family raised money to support
those in need. One collection, sponsored by the
Archdiocese, was a fund which will provide families
of the victims in New York City with tuition assis-
tance for a Catholic education.

Bro. John Habjan organized another collection for
a Marianist school in New York that bore an
especially difficult burden. Chaminade High School
lost 62 family members, friends, and alumni on
September 11. To support them, the students and
faculty donated money and the students signed a
banner offering their moral and spiritual support.
“At every opportunity — that day and since — we
have made this event a part of our prayer life at
Moeller,” said Mr. Ledford.

Faculty use ‘teaching moment’

We know we are witnessing history. We know that
what we are experiencing on a daily basis is what
our children and grandchildren will be reading
about in textbooks decades to come. In education,

times like this are often called a “teaching moment.”
The tragic event provided a powerful opportunity
for faculty to help students examine the relation-
ships between politics, history, religion, journalism,
geography, science, and social studies. Several
faculty members seized this time to incorporate
relevant discussions and activities into their lesson
plans, encouraging critical thinking about the events
as they occurred.

One such faculty member was Rick Bohne, a
religion teacher, who held numerous classroom
dialogues about September 11. “I've found these
discussions to be extremely enlightening,” said Mr.
Bohne. At his suggestion, we created a survey and
Mr. Bohne distributed them to his students. Out of
422 juniors and seniors, 220 responded. We've
included highlights of one of theiranswers here. (To
view the complete survey, including personal inter-
views with students, please see our web site
<www.moeller.org>.)

Students share faith and hope

When students were asked what they had done to
assist in the relief efforts since September 11, most
responded with monetary donations and prayer.
Zach Hubbard said, “I have donated money, which
has been almost all T could do, and T have kept
these people in my thoughts and prayers daily.”

Other students responded by spending more time at
Moeller’'s morning chapel services. “Personally, I
have just gone to church and prayed a lot,” said one
respondent. “The day after the attacks, I went to
church before school for the first time ever. T haven't
stopped since.”

Another student summed up a number of answers
inone line: “I gave blood, hung up an American flag,
and am keeping an open mind.” A new sense of
patriotism was prevalent in a majority of the stu-
dents’ responses. One particularly creative student
said, “My older brother Joe and I went around our
neighborhood singing ‘God Bless America’ and
putting American flags in the ground. All the neigh-
bors united as one, just as America united.”

Finally, one student gave this poignant response: “I
talk to those who are hurting. This may seem rather
simple, but it helps so much.” W

Moeller has had a proud tradition of winners — and
winning. During the decade of the '80s, Moeller
won five state championships. Coach Gerry Faust's
football team won their 4th and 5Sth state titles.
Coach Steve Klonne duplicated this effort with a 6th
state title in 1982 and a 7th state title in 1985. In
addition, the Moeller baseball team won its second
state championship in 1989, once again under
Coach Michael Cameron.






In the '80s, Moeller’'s mythical
rallies continued to thrill student
and faculty spectators with ever-
increasing special effects and
creative performances. A new
kind of legendary performance
also evolved in this decade. Tt
was the beginning of the “Hotze
Productions,” professional-
quality theater under the
direction of Bob Hotze.

One more Moeller “production”
of the '80s was particularly
lucrative for our school. During
this decade, the Main Event
charity auction made its debut.
This event has brought in ap-
proximately $2M to date to support Moeller and its
many efforts.

We owe much to this decade and its leadership,
for they provided the institution with a solid foun-
dation. The school matured in many ways, enabling
the legacy of Moeller to continue.

There is one man who has matured with the school
and who best represents Moeller’s legacy: Barry
Borman. Barry was with Moeller when it first
opened its doors in 1960 and was in the school’s first
graduating class four years later. He has served
Moeller for 33 years in numerous capacities: as a
teacher, coach, Divisional Moderator, Science
Department Chair, and Alumni Director. Well-known
among his students for his colorful stories, Barry
continues to teach and also serves as Director of
Athletic Operations. In 1981 Barry was the first
recipient of Moeller’s Distinguished Alumni Award,
and in 1999 he was in-
ducted into the Moeller
Athletic Hall of Fame.
Outside of Moeller, he
is a devout family man,
All Saints parishioner,
and friend. Barry
Borman has devel-
oped and lived
Moeller’s legacy.

Bro. Joseph Kamis
stabilizes Moeller,
rises to Provincial

When Brother Joseph Kamis, S.M., accepted
the job as Moeller's principal in 19806, the
Bishop gave him one critical task: He was to get
the school’s financial situation under control.
Bro. Kamis credits Bill Balbach (°72), an alum-
nus he hired in 1989, with accomplishing that
task. “Bill and I were on the same page,” said
Bro. Kamis. “He helped us get organized and
set the base for future development.”

Bro. Kamis also brought academics up a notch.
“Bro. Joe had the courage to make needed
changes in education at Moeller,” said Principal
Dan Ledford, who was Dean of Academics at
the time. “We began faculty meetings to look at
additional methodologies. This resulted in
discussions that later led to the beginnings of
the Lap Top Computer Program.”

Bro. Kamis also began important renovations
of the school. He explained, “We needed to
upgrade the school in several areas. In some
ways, it was the prelude to what has taken
place since.” Rose Eckhoff, now Development
Director for St. Margaret of York, worked
closely with Bro. Kamis. “Besides helping the
school with its finances and recognizing the
importance of Moeller's appearance,” said
Ms. Eckhoff, “he also brought the school closer
to the Marianist spiritual vision.”

‘I developed a campus ministry that centered
on the characteristics of a Marianist education,”
said Bro. Kamis. “I was focused on helping
Moeller to become more Marianist.”

In 1991, Bro. Kamis received a call from a
superior in Rome who asked him to assume the
role of Assistant Provincial and Director of
Education. He accepted. Five years later, Bro.
Kamis became Provincial of the Province. “I
work with a team to help Marianist Brothers
and Priests get professional development, and
I plan directions for the future,” he said. Now
Bro. Kamis is working to evaluate and consoli-
date 17 Marianist schools in North America.
“I'm essentially placing myself out of a job,”
he said, “but I'm not worried. I've always put
myself in God’s hands, and She’s never let me
down before.” W

Barry Borman’s good sense of
humor was evident early. As a
student in Moeller’s first incoming class, he partici-
pated in tennis and track, but it is his wrestling
record that he speaks of most fondly. “I held a
national record in wrestling for almost 30 years,” he
said. “I was pinned in 8 seconds.”

Barry’s good-natured spirit made him popularamong
his classmates, and he served in Moeller’s first
student government as a class officer his junior and
senior years. As a student, though, Barry was
serious, earning a place on the honor role all 12
quarters. Upon graduation, he earned numerous
academic honors.

Barry attended college at the University of Cincin-
nati where he studied science education. While
there, he held several leadership roles, including
President of Acacia Fraternity, Vice President
of University Interfraternity Council, and Vice
President of the Moeller Alumni Association .

After graduation, he taught for one year with
Cincinnati Public Schools at Heinold Junior High.
While driving home from work one day, Barry saw
a car with a Moeller bumper sticker and on a whim
decided to stop by. He ran into Bro. Dahlmann, the
principal, who mentioned there were a couple of
science positions available. Barry began teaching at
Moeller the following fall.

Barry: The Teacher

As a faculty member, Barry taught physical science,
honors chemistry, biology, and human anatomy, a
course he initiated. In 1970, Barry was appointed
Science Department Chair and served for 23 years.
While serving as Chair, Barry helped begin Moeller’s
progressive School-within-a-School program. In
addition, he was appointed Divisional Moderator
and served on the Dean’s Council for six years.

Barry: The Coach

Since his first days at Moeller, Barry has been
involved with athletics. He began by coaching track,
serving as Head Freshman Coach from 1969-1972.
During those years his team won two GCL champi-
onships. In 1973 he became Varsity Head Coach,
winning two GCL championships and three
sectional championships. In 1974, he coached State
Champion Harry Woebkenberg in the shot put. For
the next two years, Barry earned the title of GCL
Coach of the Year, and in 1975 he became City
Coach of the Year.

Barry also coached cross country and baseball. In
1970, he coached Steve Horstmeyer ('71), a two-
time state qualifier. From 1984-1992, he coached
winning frreshmen and JV teams. While coaching
freshmen, his record was 82-22; while coaching JV,
his record was 58-11. As the JV baseball coach, his
teams won three GCL championships, and in 1992,
his team went 21-0.

Barry’s record as a coach and his stewardship as a
faculty member are outstanding accomplishments.
However, his administrative leadership as Moeller’s
Alumni Director and Athletic Director will be one
of Barry’s lasting legacies.

Barry: The Administrator

In 1977, Father Lawrence Krusling appointed Barry
Director of Alumni. He served in that capacity for 16
years, molding it into the successful operation it is
today.

During his tenure as Alumni Director, Barry began
the John Masserella Foundation, Moeller’s first fund
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Our Man of Moeller:

to raise money for academic and cultural purposes.
A few vyears later, he initiated the Gerry Faust
Foundation, which raises money for athletics. He
also started the popular Moeller Sports Stag and
the annual alumni softball and golf tournaments.
Constantly searching for ways to support Moeller,
he initiated the alumni phone-a-thon that brought
in over $250,000 during his tenure.

In 1992, Barry assumed the role of Director of
Athletic Operations, along with his long-time friend
Dick Beerman. Since that time, Moeller has had
coaches named “Coach of the Year” 42 times in 10
different sports. In addition, Moeller has won State
Championships in baseball, basketball, lacrosse,
volleyball, track, golf, and wrestling. Meanwhile,
football, basketball, soccer, wrestling, baseball and
golf have dominated the league championships.
From 1996-1999, every varsity sport team finished
in the top 10 in city polls. The ultimate accomplish-
ment came during the 1996-97 school year when
Moeller won the coveted GCL All-Sports trophy for
the first time in Moeller’s history. The following
year, Moeller repeated that feat.

Over the years, Barry has received almost every
award Moeller has to offer for his many achieve-
ments. In 1977, he received the Moeller Alumni
Award. Four years later, he was the first recipient of
the Distinguished Alumni Award. In 1999, Barry was
inducted into the Moeller Athletic Hall of Fame,
following his son, Matt, who was inducted in 1996.

Barry: The Family Man
Although Barry has a whole trophy case full of
awards and honors, they’re not on display at home.

Instead, he has a trophy room dedicated to his
children. “Barry values his family above all,” said his
wife Pat of 33 years. They have six children and
three grandchildren. Barry’s three oldest sons gradu-
ated from Moeller, and Chris, his youngest son, is a
junior. All their children are successful athletes,
accumulating more than a room full of honors.

As a teacher, coach, and administrator, Barry
has touched the lives of almost every student who
has walked through Moeller’s doors, and that has
been the most meaningful for him. “Many of my
former students and athletes are still friends,” said
Barry. So in the end, for him, it's about relationships
and family. Throughout his life, Barry Borman
has represented the excellence Moeller pursues and
the values of the Moeller Family. He is, indeed, our
Man of Moeller. W

ATHLETICS: One of the year’s most extraordinary
and public successes was the Crusader’s fourth state
Football title and third national title in five yecars.
Once again, Coach Gerry Faust's team proved
to be THE powerhouse in football. The Crusaders
compiled a 12-0 record, taking home all champi-
onship honors. The players left no doubt who was
#1, leading every team by at least a 17-point
margin. The defense held the opposition to 63 points
compared to 406 for Mighty Moeller.

Perhaps not so public but equally important was
the emergence of other athletic programs.
Baseball finished with a 20-5 record—the best in
Moeller’s history—bringing home the GCL, Madeira
Invitational, and City Poll championship titles and
breaking five school records. Wrestling had its best-
ever season, with a 9-6 dual meet record and high
tournament finishes. Basketball ended with a 13-8
record; the first time in a decade that the team had
back-to-back winning seasons. The Aqua Crusad-
ers also had a winning season, finishing with a 10-
3 record and placing second in the GCL. Track
also placed second in the GCL, and Tennis
finished with a 12-4 winning record. W

Baseball State Champions!

In this year of “Traditions,” what could have been
more fitting than for a Moeller athletic team to
continue our tradition of state championships! The
first state title ever won by a Crusader team was
varsity baseball in 1972, This year's squad dupli-
cated the feat, and Coach Mike Cameron was again
in charge.

The season began on a dismal note, with the
Crusaders losing 4 of its first 6 contests. From that
point on, however, the team’s leadership, talent,
determination, and perseverence came through, and
Moeller won 26 of the remaining 28 games. Two
critical wins occurred in the Regional Tournament
when we defeated Wayne and Oak Hills, both of
whom had defeated us earlier in the season. In the
state tournament games against Mentor and Upper
Arlington, Moeller outscored its opponents 24-4.

Individually, the following accomplishments stand
out: senior Mike Olexa set school records (career)
for games played, games started, at bats, hits, RBIs,
runs scored, and doubles. Senior Kevin Harpring,
junior David Bell, and junior Adam Hyzdu estab-
lished a number of season batting records. Coach
Mike Cameron was named Coach of the Year in
both the league and the city. W

ATHLETICS: Finishing the season 9-2, the Crusader
Football team reached the state playoffs. Senior
Casey Fisher was a standout this season breaking 6
school passing records. Cross Country had its best
year in Moeller history with 1st place wins in the
St. Bernard Titan Classic and Middletown Invita-
tional. Soccer earned the title Most Improved Team
in Five Years, while Golf became GCL champs un-
der Coach Rick Bohne with a 9-1 record. Wres-
tling had one state qualifier, senior Jon Rice, and
two district qualifiers.
Hockey completed their
season 17-11-1, winning 11
of its last 16 contests. Senior
Steve Busse of Moeller’s
Swim Team was the state
champ in the 50-yard

freestyle and earned the titles Male Swimmer of
the Year (Ohio and Southwest Ohio), GCL Swim-
mer of the Year, and All-American. He also set school
records in the 50-yard freestyle and 100-yard
freestyle. In Diving, junior Matt Borman was also
an All-American, finishing 5th in the state and set-
ting school records: 307.65
for 6 dives and 546.55 for
11 dives. In Track, junior
Greg Neuman was a state
qualifier, while Lacrosse
tied for 3rd place in the
state after only its second
year. This new crew was
considered the “best sec-
ond-year team ever,” finish-
ing the scason 7-4. W

The other place that T remember well was the city
of Ranchi where we stayed at a Marianist Brothers’
house. The best part about staying in Ranchi was
visiting the neighboring villages and the Brothers’
school. While at the school, we played barefoot
soccer (or “futbol”) with the older kids.

When we came into the villages, many of the
people stared, for we were the first white skin that
they had ever seen.

The thing that stands out most was Singpur, the
village outside of Ranchi. In the village they showed
us their houses. They were the poorset of the poor
— no toilets, no electricity... The villagers were very
gracious. They invited us into their shacks, gave us
tea, and washed our hands or feet.

They always showed us the absolute highest form
of hospitality. They gave us flowers, leaves, and
sang us a song. The song translated into something
like this: “We know you have traveled very far and
that we have little or nothing to give you, but we will
do our best.”

I will never forget them. I will hold onto my
experiences in India for the rest of my life. W

went to India thinking I wanted to help the
needy, but I know now that I learned more from
thes@ people than I ever gave.

We spent most of our time in India visiting people
who lived in the worst places anyone could imag-
ine. Even the poorest person in Over-the-Rhine is
living like a king compared to the richest man in
these villages.

We spent two one-week
periods in a couple of rural
villages out in the middle
of nowhere. One of the
villages was totally sur-
rounded by thousands and
thousands of rice patties
because that is the only
source of work for these
villagers. They make no

income, and many of them have never seen any
kind of currency before.

While we were in the villages, we met many
wonderful families. We lived and tried to blend as
one of them. We slept in mud huts with thatched
roofs and drank and ate like one of them. While
living in the village, we were able to help build a
few houses. During our stay in the villages, I found
these humble villagers to be some of the wisest
and kindest people T have ever met. They had
absolutely nothing, yet gave everything just to make
their visitors comfortable.

This trip opened my eyes to how an overwhelming
majority of the world really lives. I never would have
thought that anyone could live like this, and still be
as happy as they are. It was an awesome opportu-
nity to experience something that will affect and
change our lives forever. W
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The trip to India was one part of the Moeller
summer service/learning programs. This past
summer, 50 seniors went to Over-the-Rhine,
Appalachia in Kentucky and West Virginia, Hon-
duras, and Mexico. While in India, like all of the
trips, we had a number of objectives. Our first
objective was service — we strive to help those
in need. In India we built and rehabilitated a few
houses in a village. Our other objective

learning — involved many things: living in
another culture, understanding the problems of
how most of the world lives, learning how
differently people live yet have many of the

same basic goals and needs we have, breaking down stereotypes,
gaining a greater appreciation for all of the things we have, and
learning the difference between what we need and what we want.
During the India trip, all these things were accomplished by working
in the slums, visiting people in their villages, spending time with kids

While traveling around the country, Kuang signed
almost 5,000 autographs. “It’s different for authors in
China,” said Kuang. “In America, if you write a book
i's no big deal. Books are THE thing in China — like
MTV and CDs here. Reading is a big thing in China.
If you publish a book, you're like a rock star.”

Kuang credits his father for inspiring him and giving
him the opportunity to write the book. “My dad
wrote a book called Quality Education in America.
His book struck a cord with the Chinese, and it
became a best seller in China in 1999.

“So, my father became a trendsetter for education in
China. People became genuinely interested in how
Americans teach their kids. My dad’s publisher said,
‘You have a son, right? Why not have your son write
about his experiences with American education.’

“Education is so much different in China. There’s
one classroom for 12 years. Kids sit straight — no
slouching — all day. They go home and do home-
work until they sleep. They can’t get it all done.
There’s a lot of emphasis on math and memory. The
Chinese study for one test, the ‘Gao Kao.  Itis a one-
shot deal — you mess up and you'll feel the effects
the rest of your life.

“I wrote about my teachers from third grade on, but
I chose to focus on those in junior high and high
school, because 1 felt they have the most impact
on our lives. T wanted the Chinese people to see
what American education was really like. In China,
people send their kids out of China to go to school
in America. It's the Chinese dream. I wanted to show
them a bit of reality and also keep the book fun
to read.”

Kuang started his book the summer after his fresh-
man year at Moeller and wrote it in only four
months. “My mom translated while I wrote,” he said.
“But the process to final publication took almost a
year.”

The book tour began three weeks before the school
year. “It was a nonstop, city-hopping experience —
a bookstore to bookstore, press conference to press
conference sort of thing,” said Kuang. “By the end
I was quite tired out. During the tour, I was
introduced as the author of this book, but that’s all
they saw me as. I think I can do more. I don’t want
to be defined: ‘rock star.” No. I'm just a normal kid
who’s been given this wonderful opportunity. I'm
just lucky because of my dad.” W

At the urging of this newly formed Commission,
Father Marine founded Moeller's Development
Office. This office was charged with beginning
an annual fund program that could raise money
to help pay for operating and maintenance funding.
As most members of the Moeller Family know,
the ‘Annual Fund and the Main Event auction
are now major supplements to tuition, having
raised more than three million dollars since they
were first started.

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A PERSONAL NOTE:

What makes Moeller so special?

by Mr. Mark Doran, Moeller parent

I was on a flight back to Cincinnati working on a
couple of things related to the Lacrosse Team when
the man sitting next to me noticed that I was
associated with Moeller High School. This started a
terrific conversation, which resulted in his asking
me a question: “I have known about Moeller High
School for over 15 years, and I have always won-
dered,” he said, “what makes Moeller so special?”

For one of the few times in my life, I couldn’t give
an immediate response. But his question made me
think... I know the experience at Moeller has been
great for our son, but it also has been great for our
whole family. Well, I finally figured out why.

There are two things that make Moeller a special
place. The first is that Moeller is a giving place. Let
me give you examples of what I mean by giving.

It starts with a faculty who give everything they have
to make an impact on young men. These people
install a sense of self worth and self discipline that
will make these boys better for the rest of their lives.
This experience has to be emotionally tough at
times, but, from what my wife and I have seen, they

. do it with a passion that is magical. This faculty

somehow has the ability to make the flute player in
the Marching Band feel as important as the very best
football player. Oh, by the way, this faculty and staff
do all this when they know they could make more
money in many other school systems. But some-
how, they just keep giving.

It starts with a faculty who give
everything they have to make an

impact on young men.

Another example that shows how Moeller is a giving
place has to do with the coaches. Moeller has always
stood for excellence on the playing field. But you
know what? This excellence we have seen has
absolutely nothing to do with win-loss records. The
coaching staffs at Moeller are truly a cut above the
rest. They instill life experiences in these young
men. They show them that nobody is bigger that
the team and that the second string goalie is as
important as the most talented player on the team.
They also make these kids understand that what you
get out of Moeller is what you give to Moeller.

The parents and families are also great examples of
giving contributors to Moeller. The financial sacri-

fice most parents make speaks for itself. It is the
amount of time and hard work these parents give
that make it special. Mary Lou and I have been
involved in a lot of areas over the years. When we
were co-chairs of the Main Event, we had a chance
to see up close and personal what giving was at
Moeller. It just seemed that whenever we needed
something, a parent was there asking us, What can
I do to help?

Moeller has always stood for
excellence on the playing field.
But you know what? This
excellence we have seen has
absolutely nothing to do with

win-loss records.

We have seen Bro. Ron and a bunch of parents work
so hard on gaining contributions for the Honduras
Relief Fund that the Fire Marshal was going to shut
down the school because we had too many dona-
tions in the hallways. We have had the chance to see
the football parents go into action to gather contri-
butions to pay the tuition for a football player at
Elder whose family went through a series of per-
sonal tragedies. If you asked the parents involved in
all these examples, they will tell you that it was just
the right thing to do. Giving is the right thing to do
at Moeller.

The second thing that makes Moeller special is that
Moeller is a Proud Place. When you spend any time
at Moeller, you will see t-shirts that say “Moeller
Pride.” But Mary Lou and I figured out that the
reason Moeller is a proud place has to do with the
first reason — that Moeller is a giving place. Anytime
you give your heart and soul into anything in life,
you will be proud of the results.

When you walk into the Moeller locker room, it says
on the door, “Through these Doors Walk the Men of
Moeller.” We always thought that this expression
should be on the main doors of the school as the
men walk out of Moeller every day of their stay at
the greatest high school in America. They truly are
Men of Moeller.

As a student
in space systems engineering, he maintained a 3.98 grade
point average and received both a master of science
degree and an engineer’s degree in astronautical engi-
neering. A helicopter pilot with his sights on the Astronaut
Corps, Lt. Palermo focused on solving a major problem
with satellites and other spacecraft that have gyroscope-
based attitude, or orientation control systems, especially
‘multi-bocy’ ones with moving parts.

“Gyro failures and gradations are highly unpredictable
and can cause major problems for spacecraft that have to
do high accuracy pointing and tracking,” he said. “The
Hubble Space Telescope, Skylab, and DoD satellites have
all been negatively affected by this, and it gets worse as
systems age. For my thesis, I studied an alternate way to
generate the angular rate data needed by a spacecraft’s
attitude control system — real-time analysis using a
dynamic computerized model. T used SIMULINK to put
this dynamic modeling and Kalman Filters together in an
attitude simulation model and evaluated the effect of
internal senor and dynamic modeling errors. I found you
can effectively use real-time dynamic modeling to gener-
ate the accurate angular rate data needed to maneuver
multi-body spacecraft attitude control systems. The most
likely use of this will be as a back up for mechanical gyros
by uploading software via telemetry, or, in the future if it
can be built into the software upfront, even for primary
attitude control.

“I really wanted to come to NPS and to study space
systems,” he said. “I was attracted by the challenge. I'm
also applying for the Astronaut Corps.” Twenty percent of
all U.S. astronauts working at NASA today are NPS alumni.

William graduated from the U.S. Naval Academy in 1992.
He attended helicoper flight school in Pensacola and was
assigned to Fleet Reserve Squadron HSL-40 in Mayport,
FL, in 1995. He then served as a LAMPS pilot with HSL-42,
also in Mayport, before coming to NPS.

MIKE NICHOLS (°89) was part of Moeller's student
government all four years and president of the student
body his senior year. He also played football, ran track,
and was captain in both sports his senior year. Mike went

on to play football at North Carolina State University and
played in a Bowl game each year.

The following letter from Greg
Fehr ("70) provides a historical correction from an earlier
issue as well as bits and pieces from the past. We believe

in touch.

One alum’s fond"'memories
of MHS photo days

I was very pleased to receive the publication Moeller
Windows, “The '70s: Moeller’s Rise to Fame” and to finish
reading the history of my class’s years at MHS. As a
member of the Class of 1970, most of our undergraduate
years had been captured in a prior 1960’s issue. I must
admit the contents of those issues brought back memories
that attending reunions doesn'’t.

I was pleased to see on page 8 in the 1960’s issue of
Windows the very brief mention of “the third floor
housing fourth grade students from All Saints.” That is my
memory of my “fifth year” at Moeller. I'm sure all the All
Saints boys (men!) from the Class of 1970 remember that
year in 1961-'62: the morning parade like little ducklings
over to MHS from All Saints after having

attended Mass. How cloistered we were on that otherwise
empty third floor, and how we had to use the stairways
and the halls in-between the high school bells and class
changes. We were half as big and would have gotten run
over! I remember how big Bro. Larry Eveslage was when
you looked up at him from a 4th-grader’s perspective!
Wow! I remember how our teacher was “on her own”
over there. We sure put her to the test. I remember that
was the year I had a “daily conduct card” which had to be
signed by my parents each day (Thank You Very Much,
Sister?).

However, it is the content of the 1970’s issue that causes
me to write today. The statement at the top of page 52 says
that “...in 1970...Mr. Ralph Bauman began a Photo Club
that operated out of a small storage room on the second

floor.” Actually, the MHS Photo Club had begun many
years earlier; when I had joined the club in my freshman
year of 1966-'67, it had already been a fairly formal
operation moderated by Bro. John McFarlane. Mr. Bauman
became the moderator of the existing club in 1970 when
Bro. McFarlane left MHS.

Throughout my four years in the club, the most active/
interested members were Greg Fehr ("70), James Lehter
(°69), Dave Haidle ('70), Mark Kreiner ('70), Kevin Kreiner
('71), and Bill Braun ('72). I'm sure I'm forgetting some.
I spent many afternoons, nights, and weekends in that
small closet laboratory (off what was at the time the
Publications Office) processing and printing photos for
the Crusader, the Templar, football pictures for Mr. Faust
(and there were a lot of those!), and band pictures for Bro.
Trageser, S.M. On more than one occasion, my mother
called the Brothers’ residence late at night to get someone
to come over to the “lab” to send me home!

Also, Bro. Wanda should be proud of his legacy influence
on Moeller art. I remember a time when Bro. Wanda didn’t
quite embrace photography as “art.” However (and I'm
sure he doesn’t remember this), Bro. Wanda seemed
“quite surprised” when I won the very first Scholastic Art
Award in Photography for MHS in either '68 or '69. (I'd
have to dig into old boxes to find out which year.) My
photo of a flower at Krohn Conservatory was part of the
Scholastic Art Show on display at Shillito’s! (What fame!)
Maybe that was the beginning of Bro. Wanda’s accep-
tance of photography as art!

All through high school (while taking hundreds of photos
published in the Crusader and Templar) and through
much of college, I worked at Buzz Holtkamp Photogra-
phy as a commercial/industrial/advertising photogra-
pher. My first year out of MHS was spent at UC in the
College of Design, Art, and Architecture. In the US Air
Force during the Vietnam era, I was a photographer/
photojournalist, primarily documenting the mission of the
Air Force Rescue & Recovery Service. I later returned to
UC for undergraduate and to XU for graduate studies.

Those formal “photo days” are behind me (I've been with
P&G for 23+ years); photography is now only a recre-
ational hobby. But I still feel the influence from those early
MHS days in that second-floor “closet photo lab”...those
athletic events, rallies, dances, bonfires, theater events,
photos of those infamous speed bumps, even covering
the debate teams for Bro. Clark, etc. Some of us even felt
Bro. Wanda's artistic influence, even if it was from a
distance.

Thanks for the memories.

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UPDATE:

Moeller flood causes
$400,000 damage,
delays school opening

OnJuly 17,2001, much
of Art Teacher Brother
Charlie Wanda’s work
was washed away
forever. Torrential rains
flooded many of the
lower parts of Moeller,
causing $400,000 in
damage and a delay in
opening the school.

According to Principal
Dan Ledford, this is
the fourth major flood
that Moeller has sus-
tained — and the
worst. The art room, cafeteria, and locker room
were flooded in waters up to three feet deep, while
the boiler room received five feet of flooding.
Repairs are not yet completed, and the final cost of
the damages has not yet been determined.

Bro. Wanda says that almost everything near the
floor in the art room, such as cabinets, shelves,
desks, and a stock of unopened photography mate-
rials, were destroyed by the flood and resulting
mold. Sadly, much of his personal work was also
destroyed.

“My personal sketchbooks dating back to college
were destroyed. 1 also had my college portfolio
mostly destroyed by water and mold, which was in
the art office,” said Bro. Wanda. “It contained
drawings and watercolor works I had done from
college and my early years at Moeller.”

Mr. Ledford says that the flooding only caused a few
day’s delay in the construction of the new gym and
should have no lasting effects. Insurance will pay for
the damage.

To prevent such extensive damage from occurring
in the future, Mr. Ledford says that new pumps and
a new emergency generator have been installed.
Most importantly, according to Mr. Ledford, the
parking area near the art room will be regraded and
given larger drains. Il
